A new process 

The membership of CIP approved changes to how we elect Fellows.  

By honouring those who have made an outstanding contribution to planning in Canada, election is like entering the hall of fame of Canadian planners.  This recognizes excellence, identifies prominent role models, promotes advances in planning practice, and draws leaders to the forefront of planning in Canada.  

A Fellow Selection Committee has been formed.  It includes representatives from all affiliates and appointments that reflect a national perspective.  The Committee is to provide continuity and consistency in promoting and recognizing planning excellence.

To become a Fellow, a member must be nominated by individual written submissions from six Members or Fellows that represent at least 3 of our 7 affiliates.  Typically, someone who believes in the strength of the candidate manages submission of a nomination.  The home affiliate is asked to comment.  

The criteria

The basic requirements remain the same.  

A nominee is a member in good standing for ten years.  The nominee has made an exemplary contribution to planning that deserves recognition on a national basis.  This is demonstrated by a high level of excellence and achievement that has contributed to the advancement of planning and planners.  

There are 4 categories of recognition:  

· Practice, including innovation or distinguished execution

· Service in the community, the profession, or public service

· Education, either formal or informal

· Writing & Research that furthered practice or understanding

However, as Fellows are expected to have a diverse and influential impact, nominations must specifically address performance in more than one category.

Nominations

Anyone contemplating a nomination is encouraged to contact the Fellow Selection Committee to discuss expectations about process and requirements so that applications can be dealt with in a fair and expeditious manner.  

Normally, a member acts as a champion to encourage the nomination of a deserving candidate. 

The Fellows Selection Committee welcomes both discussion and nomination.  We know there are many planners in Canada worthy of becoming Fellows.
